Application Recommendations: 

 When utilizing low-volume applications for dormant sprays, application should be made 
on EVERY ROW to ensure maximum efficacy. 

 Low volume application contractors should check with the contracting growers & TCM 
prior to any deviating from any of these guidelines. 

 Include a scaleacide in the tank mix to help prevent scale outbreaks 

 Keep in mind that psyllid sprays also help control a number of other pests, which is an 
additional benefit for growers participating in the area wide program 

 Be sure to always follow label requirements and rates when conducting pesticide 
applications 

 Utilize a chemical rotation that incorporates various modes of action to prevent 
pesticide resistance 

 Citrus Center will purchase and release beneficial parasitoids in February to help control 
secondary pest outbreaks
